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4. SERVICE PARK AND REMOTE SERVICE ZONE

4.1 SERVICE PARK INFORMATION

411 Location
The service park is located by the seaside road,110 km west from Athens airport,towards Korinthos (Corinth),on the grounds of the
Military Engineering School,in Loutraki. The HQ is in a distance of approx.900m from the service park,towards the town of Loutra-
ki.
The surface is tarmac for all competitors.The whole area is fenced, however the actual service park is not.

412 Arrivalin Greece on June 13th - Circulation of heavy vehicles from Patras to Loutraki
All competitors should please note that there are important restrictions on the use of vehicles over 1.5 tons pay-load (heavy vehicles)
travelling from Patras to Loutraki (or Athens).

On Monday 13 June (religious holiday) heavy vehicles will not be permitted to use the National Road (or the Old National Road that
crosses the villages) from Patras to Loutraki between 16:00 to 23:00 hrs.The same restriction applies to the National road from Th-
essaloniki - Lamia to Athens.

The distance from Patras to Loutraki is 142 km and the driving time,for heavy vehicles, is approximately 2.30 to 3.00 hours.

Due to the construction of the new motorway, there is a lot of road works in progress.

The relevant road book route from Patras to the service park in Loutraki is available in APPENDIX 4.3

On Friday 17 June the restriction applies to heavy vehicles exiting Athens, from the first toll on the Athens - Korinthos - Patras Mo-
torway (in Elefsina) to Loutraki / Korinthos,from 16:00 to 22:00.

This restriction will affect heavy vehicles returning from the RSZ (KamenaVourla) and the RZ (Thiva) to Loutraki. These vehicles must
use the RSZ - Service Park and RZ - Service park road books B, APPENDICES 4.10 and 4.13 respectively.

41.3 Vehicles circulation within the service park
- Only vehicles having affixed the plates (service,auxiliary,team guest), distributed by the organisers,or by NOS, will be allowed to
enter the actual service park and/or the auxiliary parking area.These plates should be affixed on the co-drivers side of the front
windscreen (outside).
- Maximum speed permitted within the service park area is 30 km.

Priority drivers

The car of any FIA priority driver wishing to re-start must be serviced in the service park. After such a car has retired, the vehicle must
remain where it has retired until permission has been received from the clerk of the course to remove it directly to the parc fermé.
The car may be removed once for service at any time from the parc fermé for a maximum of 3 hours (including the end of- day 45’ fle-
xi- servicing and the 30 minutes maximum lateness allowed between two time controls).

Non-priority drivers
For any non-priority driver wishing to re-start, his car may be serviced in any place.

All re-starting cars (priority or non-priority) must be returned to the parc fermé no later than 4 hours before the start of the next
day (Ist car).

- Re-startin day 2 - All cars must be returned to the parc fermé no later than 06:00 of Saturday 18 June.

- Re-startin day 3 - All cars must be returned to the parc fermé no later than 04:30 of Sunday 19 June.

Re-starting vehicles may be re-scrutineered prior re-starting the next day, therefore,a team or crew member must be present in the
parc fermé one hour before the start of the next day (Ist car), unless the car was checked by the scrutineers during its service time.
Failure to do so will be reported to the Stewards.

RECOVERY OF RETIRED CARS

The organisers will recover the car to a meeting point;start or finish of the stage the car retired but after the opening of the stage. From
there team personnel must take over.

In case the retired car is off the road and a special vehicle is required for its recovery, the possible cost will be charged to the competitor.

In exceptional circumstances the organisers can arrange transportation of the retired car to the service park,after the opening of the stage,
and the competitor will be charged for the cost of this service.

4.6.1 Number of team personnel
At the remote service zone, the following may work on their car(s):
- For one car, the crew plus up to 4 team personnel. The team personnel shall remain the same while the car is in the zone.
- For entrants of priority drivers or entrants running multiple entries, the crew plus up to 4 team personnel per car.The team
personnel may be exchanged between cars within the zone.
In the case of priority 1,and priority 3 drivers, FIA identification armbands must be visible.

The organisers will issue a vehicle pass per competing car.
Priority 2 and Non-Priority team personnel must use up to 4 Team passes distributed by the organisers.
P1 and P3 team personnel must use the armbands foreseen.

4.6.2 Transportation of tyres to the Remote Service Zone
Competitors must transport their tyres to the RSZ.
Tyre fitting will not be provided in Kamena Vourla.

4.6.3 Support vehicles routes to and from the RSZ in Kamena Vourla

- Return route.There are two routes provided for team personnel to follow in order to return to Loutraki.

It is recommended that all vehicles under 1.5 tons payload, follow Road Book A (via Lamia - Athens motorway / Attiki motor-
way / Athens - Korinthos motorway).

Road Book B - APPENDIX 4.10

Heavy vehicles, over 1.5 tons payload may not use the Athens — Korinthos motorway from 16:00 to 22:00.

Such vehicles must use the Lamia - Athens motorway / Attiki motorway and 100 m before the first toll on the Athens-Korinthos
motorway (Elefsis), box 16 of the relevant road book, they will enter the old Athens - Korinthos road and follow it up to
Loutraki.

FUEL

GENERAL CONDITIONS

All competitors must use the FIA fuel. The supplier appointed by the FIA is Petrochem Carless which has authorisedVital Equipment Ltd to
carry out fuel ordering, supply and refuel services.

COUPLINGS (Article 64.3 of the WRC regulations)

- Cars of priority drivers must be fitted with FIA fuel sample couplings, however the FIA reserves the right to check the fuel of any
competitor.
- All competitors are required to fit refuel couplings, except non-priority drivers using a car which retains the standard tank.

REFUEL ZONES INFORMATION

6.3.1 From Wednesday 15 June, competitors may only refuel from the refuel truck, located at the exit of the service park.
6.32 For the shakedown,competitors may only refuel at the service park from the official refuel truck.

6.3.3 First refuel zone for the event

The crew climbs out
and the driver is interviewed.The crew then gets on to the bonnet where they receive two pre-opened hottles of champagne,wh-
ich are sprayed for the benefit of photographersand TV crews (no less than 20").The crew may be joined by team personnel (ma-
ximum 30"),if agreed by the FIA Media Delegate in advance.

The crew returns to the car and,as instructed, drives to final parc fermé or to the adjacent parking area if the car is to be taken for
final scrutineering. In the latter case the car is collected by a team member and is driven to final scrutineering.

The Priority 3 winning crew then returns to the finish area on foot and awaits the three first overall winners in order to walk
with them to the Media Centre for the post event FIA Press Conference.
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Crews positioned in the order 10th to 4th in the overall classification drive to the top of the ramp,open doors, climb out, receive
any award and then drive directly to parc fermé or final scrutineering.

Third in the overall classification drives to the top of the ramp and parks with the nose of the car dropped onto the exit side.The
crew gets out and stands either side of the car with the doors open.

Interviewed by the official and then drives off the ramp to the parking area, where the team representative takes care of the car.
Crew returns to the waiting area on foot.

Second in the overall classification — same procedure as third overall.

The winning crew drives to the top of the ramp and parks with the nose of the car dropped onto the exit side. Crew gets out, clo-
se doors and are interviewed by the official. The crew then climbs onto the bonnet and receives two pre-opened bottles of ch-
ampagne which are sprayed for the benefit of photographers and TV crews (no less than 20™).The crew may be joined by team
personnel (maximum 30”), if agreed with the FIA Media Delegate in advance.Team personnel leave and the car remains on the
ramp until the closure of the podium ceremony.

The winning crews are then called from the waiting area to stand behind the appropriate level of the podium.

Crews invited to ascend to their places in order of third, second and winner. Starting with the third placed crew, the presenters
make the award presentations individually crew by crew,finishing with the winners.Presenters immediately move back out of the
view of photographers and TV crews.

After each crew has received their awards, the winning manufacturers’ representative is invited to join the ceremony.The trophy
is presented while standing in front of the winning crew, then the representative moves to one side.

Anthems of the winning driver and manufacturer or manufacturer team are played. As the winning driver’s anthem is played, the
flags of the nations of the three first drivers are hoisted as per standard Olympic protocols.

Crews are not permitted to wear hats or sunglasses.

Immediately after, when the nationality of the winning manufacturer is different from that of the driver, the national anthem
of the manufacturer is played while its flag is raised.Where the driver and manufacturer are the same nationality, the anthem
will be played once and all flags will be raised simultaneously.

After the anthems, there will be an additional spray with six pre-opened bottles of champagne.

The Podium Ceremony will close with the Greek anthem.

The winning car is driven to final scrutineering by the team representative.

The winning Priority 3 crew, the top three crews in the overall classification, the representative from the winning manufacturer
and the FIA Media Delegate walk to the press room for the final FIA Press Conference.

The organisers will provide an escort for all cars that are to be driven to final scrutineering.

All other crews drive to the top of the ramp,open doors, climb out, receive any award and then drive directly to parc fermé.

TRAFFIC INSURANCE
All vehicles entering Greece must possess a valid green card (traffic insurance).

The required obligatory Public Liability Insurance coverage can be bought directly from the Greek Motor Insurance Bureau, following the
submission of the following documents by the assured, for each vehicle to be insured:

Copy of the vehicle’s log book
Copy of the driver’s driving licence and
Copy of the vehicle owner’s passport.

During the summer and on holidays, there are restrictions in force on the circulation of vehicles over L5 tons payload (heavy vehicles),on
the Athens - Korinthos - Patras and Athens - Lamia Motorways, as follows:

On Fridays, exiting Athens towards Korinthos - Patras or towards Lamia, from 16:00 hrs to 22:00 hours

On Sundays, entering Athens from Patras - Korinthos or from Lamia, from 16:00 hrs to 23:00 hours

No restrictions are in force on Saturdays

Especially on Sunday 12 June there will be no restrictions towards Athens, due to a religious holiday, however the restriction will apply on
Monday 13 June.
