PREPARATIONS TO BE MADE BEFORE THE CAR IS BROUGHT TO SCRUTINEERING

All competing cars (except for PI), must have a drilled hole of at least 2 mm diameter at a visible position on the engine block (when
the front bonnet is opened),for a sealing wire to pass through it.The sealing wire,of at least 50 cm long,must be supplied by competi-
tors.

- All cars must have their sump guards removed for sealing of gearboxes and differentials,and be kept with the car for the purpose of
weighing.

FIA SAFETY TRACKING SYSTEMS

Competitors must have the FIA Safety Rally Tracking System installed in rally cars before the car is brought to scrutineering. The sys-
tem will be checked during scrutineering. Installation instructions are provided in APPENDIX 5.

The tracking units may be collected either by the crew or a representative from the Sl-Technology truck located in the service park,
during the following days and hours:

CEREMONIAL START

The Ceremonial start,in which all crews MUST participate, will take place onThursday 16 June,at 19:30,from the Acropolis in Athens.

1511  Start order - Intervals
Competitors will take the ceremonial start in their official starting order for the rally.
All competitors will start at approximately I-minute interval.
The starting list will be issued at 15:30 hrs,on Thursday 16 June.

1512 Competitors are required to wear their approved overalls.

15.1.3  Wherea crew,in its competing car,is unable to participate in the ceremonial start, the Stewards must be notified.Thereafter Art.
42 of the WRC regulations will apply.

15..4 Rally cars may be either driven by the crew or a team member, or transported to and from the Ceremonial start area.
A recommended route from the service park to the Ceremonial start area and return to the service park will be provided in the
road book and in APPENDICES 4.6 and 4.7, however the route is free for all competitors, until they report toTC 0, on Friday 17
June.
Rally cars that will be transported (on trailers) by team members or the crew will not be covered by the event insurance policy
for the competitor’s civil liability towards third parties. However the insurance policy will apply, no matter if the crew or a team
member, drives the car,as long as the recommended road book to and from the Acropolis is used.

1515 The COC will issue a communication regarding the un-loading and re-loading area,for transported rally cars,to and from the Ce-
remonial start.

15..6 A parkingarea,open from 17:00 hrs,will be organised. Each competitor’s car is recommended to be present in this area at least 30
minutes before its due start time.
A pre-start area will be organised before the start ramp. Crews must enter this area with their car; 10 minutes before their due
start time.
After entering in both areas cars may not be removed. Officials,the media and team members holding the appropriate pass may
access these areas.

LOCATIONANDTIME OFTHE OFFICIAL RALLY START

Cars will start on Friday 17 June,at 07:00,fromTC 0,located at the exit of the service park.

FINISH PROCEDURE

The official finish of the rally is on Sunday 19 June,at TC 18D.
The finish ceremony / prize giving will take place at the beach side of the Casino,on the promenade road and the final parc fermé is loca-
ted at the end of the promenade road and NOT in the service park. APPENDIX 3.8.

Each crew exiting the 10 min. service park will drive to the finish area, hand in the time card at TCI8D and proceed to the finish holding
area (considered as parc fermé).This area will be open to the media for interviews and team members holding the appropriate pass.From
the holding area marshals will instruct the crews to proceed to the finish ramp.

16..1  Provided the timetable allows and if present, the highest-placed national crew drives to the top of the ramp and parks with the
car nose dropped onto the exit side.The crew climbs out and the driver is interviewed.The crew receives its awards and drives
the car to parc fermé or final scrutineering,as instructed.

16..2  The Priority 3 winner drives to the top of the ramp and parks with the car nose dropped onto the exit side.The crew climbs out
and the driver is interviewed.The crew then gets on to the bonnet where they receive two pre-opened bottles of champagne,wh-
ich are sprayed for the benefit of photographers and TV crews (no less than 20").The crew may be joined by team personnel (ma-
ximum 30"),if agreed by the FIA Media Delegate in advance.

The crew returns to the car and,as instructed, drives to final parc fermé or to the adjacent parking area if the car is to be taken for
final scrutineering.In the latter case the car is collected by a team member and is driven to final scrutineering.

The Priority 3 winning crew then returns to the finish area on foot and awaits the three first overall winners in order to walk
with them to the Media Centre for the post event FIA Press Conference.

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Crews positioned in the order 10th to 4th in the overall classification drive to the top of the ramp,open doors,climb out, receive
any award and then drive directly to parc fermé or final scrutineering.

Third in the overall classification drives to the top of the ramp and parks with the nose of the car dropped onto the exit side.The
crew gets out and stands either side of the car with the doors open.

Interviewed by the official and then drives off the ramp to the parking area, where the team representative takes care of the car.
Crew returns to the waiting area on foot.

Second in the overall classification — same procedure as third overall.

The winning crew drives to the top of the ramp and parks with the nose of the car dropped onto the exit side. Crew gets out,clo-
se doors and are interviewed by the official. The crew then climbs onto the bonnet and receives two pre-opened bottles of ch-
ampagne which are sprayed for the benefit of photographers and TV crews (no less than 20”).The crew may be joined by team
personnel (maximum 30”), if agreed with the FIA Media Delegate in advance.Team personnel leave and the car remains on the
ramp until the closure of the podium ceremony.

The winning crews are then called from the waiting area to stand behind the appropriate level of the podium.

Crews invited to ascend to their places in order of third, second and winner. Starting with the third placed crew, the presenters
make the award presentations individually crew by crew,finishing with the winners.Presenters immediately move back out of the
view of photographers and TV crews.

After each crew has received their awards, the winning manufacturers’ representative is invited to join the ceremony.The trophy
is presented while standing in front of the winning crew, then the representative moves to one side.

Anthems of the winning driver and manufacturer or manufacturer team are played. As the winning driver’s anthem is played, the
flags of the nations of the three first drivers are hoisted as per standard Olympic protocols.

Crews are not permitted to wear hats or sunglasses.

Immediately after, when the nationality of the winning manufacturer is different from that of the driver, the national anthem
of the manufacturer is played while its flag is raised.Where the driver and manufacturer are the same nationality, the anthem
will be played once and all flags will be raised simultaneously.

After the anthems, there will be an additional spray with six pre-opened bottles of champagne.

The Podium Ceremony will close with the Greek anthem.

The winning car is driven to final scrutineering by the team representative.

The winning Priority 3 crew, the top three crews in the overall classification, the representative from the winning manufacturer
and the FIA Media Delegate walk to the press room for the final FIA Press Conference.

The organisers will provide an escort for all cars that are to be driven to final scrutineering.

All other crews drive to the top of the ramp,open doors, climb out, receive any award and then drive directly to parc fermé.
